Behavior

1. Don’t talk while the teacher is talking.

2. NEVER argue or talk back to the teacher! 

3. Bring paper, pencil, notebook, and assignments every day.

17. No one has the right to interfere with the learning of another.

Assignments
1. Assignments need to be COMPLETE to receive the most credit. See LATE WORK POLICY ON SYLLABUS. All assignments are turned in at the beginning of class. 
2. NAME and PERIOD must be written in the upper right corner of all assignments. Assignments turned in without name and period will not be given a grade.  

3. YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR YOUR MAKE UP WORK so check the folders each day and turn in assignments, schedule missed tests and labs, and pick up any graded assignments.  

4. All missed labs will be made up AFTER SCHOOL & tests made up BEFORE OR AFTER SCHOOL.  No tests, quizzes, or labs will be made up during advisement or lunch period. 
5. All students need to use standard-size, loose-leaf notebook paper in their 3-ring binder to take notes.  
Testing
1. All book bags and materials go under your desk.  

2. No talking at all during the course of the test; if you talk during a test or quiz, I will assume that you are cheating. 
3. Start the next assignment when you have completed the test. 
4. Use dark ink or #2 pencil for tests.
5. Cheating on tests or quizzes is an automatic administrative referral and a zero test grade.
